STREET NAMING

PRACTICE NOTE NO 3 - ADVICE TO DEVELOPERS

The following guidance notes have been prepared to assist developers involved in the street naming process of new developments.

Any proposed names should be selected, having due regard to the following criteria:

a)
The descriptive element of any proposed name, eg 'Close', 'Avenue', 'Way', etc should reasonably reflect the layout of buildings and/or the type of development, and generally to conform to the details contained in Practice Note 2.

b)
Any adjacent existing street names should be taken into account to ensure that there is:

i)
No duplication of street names that already exist in the town/village/parish.  This includes duplication of names with different descriptive elements, eg Mayors Close exists, avoid Mayors Walk, etc.

ii)
A continuation of themes for street names, where appropriate.

iii)
No confusion with like sounding existing adjacent street names.

c)
Names which are likely to be mis-spelled or written in alternative ways should be avoided eg Bricstan Way - alternative Brixton Way.

d)
Streets named after commonly occurring names of local residents or prominent persons or companies are not suitable.  

e)
Names which are likely to be considered offensive or be subject to ridicule must be avoided.

Notes
A
Prior to approval of any street name
1
Any proposed street names must reflect due consideration of these guidance notes and the contents of Practice Note 2.

2
A maximum of two names only should be proposed for each street name required.

3
A minimum of two copies of a suitable layout plan should be forwarded, along with any street name suggestions, to the Street Naming & Numbering Officer within 14 days of the date of the letter which accompanies this Practice Note.  Any names received after that date may be too late to receive consideration.

4
Any suitable names proposed will be used in consultations with the appropriate Town or Parish Council, Royal Mail, the Fire Authority and individual Ward Member(s).


5
In the event of valid objections being received from consultees, a Notice of Objection will be sent to the person/organisation proposing street names.  The Notice will set out the rights of appeal against the objection(s).

B
Following approval of any names
1
Developers will be notified of the approved street name(s) and will be forwarded a copy of the official Street Naming and Numbering Plan for the development.

2
The plan or accompanying letter will indicate the wording of any additional street signing to that normally provided at the head/junction of new roads.  The developer is expected to supply a plan (or plans) for the Council's use (including adaption and photocopying) in the Street Naming and Numbering process.

For larger developments the developer may be asked to produce a fully detailed negative plan of the layout, which will be used as the official Street Naming and Numbering Plan.
3
Developers should endeavour to erect suitable street name sign boards as soon as possible after notification of official street names.  Please note that the exact position of signs, which should not obscure visibility splays, should be agreed in consultation with the Assets & Projects Team at Fenland District Council (contacts: Telephone 01354 654321, 
           e-mail assets&projects@fenland.gov.uk).  The engineers will also advise on specification for signage.
4
It is extremely important that developers inform owners/occupiers of the appropriate street numbers.  The Royal Mail will not normally issue any post codes until official street numbers have been established.

5
Any revisions affecting the layout and numbering of street naming plans must be brought to the attention of the Street Naming & Numbering Officer as soon as possible.
