STREET NAMING

PRACTICE NOTE NO 2 - STREET NAME DESCRIPTIVE ELEMENTS

The following notes should be used as a guide for the selection of suitable descriptive elements to proposed street names.  The list set out below is by no means exhaustive but establishes certain principles with regard to naming.

One of the most important points to consider is the possibility of further development of a street, as this could result in the descriptive element of a street name becoming inappropriate.

Names describing the form of the development: eg

Close


Generally a cul-de-sac, not capable of further extension or development.

A space surrounded by buildings.

Often useful for naming and numbering developments in existing roads, 

Terrace

where insufficient spare numbers exist for the development proposed.

Crescent

Names describing the physical characteristics of the development: eg

Park

View


Often used as noted for Row and Terrace - preferable for a local feature, etc to be overlooked.

Gardens

Often useful for small developments not capable of being extended further.

Single street/area names will also generally be included in this section, eg Gleneagles, Mayfair, etc.

Names describing the nature of the street: eg

Preferable for main site roads or roads leading to other roads within a
