Check out some examples of rubbish you might have and work out using the waste hierarchy what you should do to prevent your rubbish
going to landfill.

A'PLASTIC, BOTTLE: A'NAPPY.
IREDUCH REDUCEZ/REUSE
Do you need this bottle? Can you make do with Do you need a disposable nappy? Could you use

the one you already have? a reusable one instead?

THEAWASTEIHIERARGHY;

Reduce - Do you need it?

Reuse - Can you reuse it?
Repair - Can it be repaired?
Recycle - Can it be recycled?
Landfill - Is landfill the best place
for this?

IREUSH

If you don’t need it anymore, can you reuse
it? Maybe turn it into a bird feeder?

Washed reusable nappies can be taken to a
clothes bank.

If you no longer want your bottle,
recycle it, so it can be furned into a
new item.

Soiled disposable nappies
will go to a landfill, from
your green bin. [t cannot be
recycled.

Your bottle shouldn’t need
to go to landfill, it can be
reduced/reused or recycled.
